9. REVIEW OF“GOLF BIKE” FOR THE VAIL GOLFCLUB
9.1. Ms. Plain said she received feedback from staff about safety and pros and cons.
She explained the bikes are a visible color, bright green. It is possible for the
course to purchase a “demo” bike to test on the course, inclodikgsand the
ratio d the gears for hills at the course.
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9.2. Mr. Ortiz has spoken with the insurance company and the VRD’s legal counsel
and has been given the okay for the bikes. He said staff feels comfortdble wit
addressing concerns with the bikes and creatavg programsrad policies
around the bikes.

9.3. Ms. Plain explained the bikes have a geer warranty with the ability to
reorder parts for the bikes as needed. Staffsisarehing fenders on the bikes as
well as a bag for ancillary items such as rain gear. Once the “demo” bikesarriv
they will gather further information, such as GPS systé&usts for the “demo”
bike is $400 to cover shipping and the cost will be reduced should the course
decide to purchase the demo and other bikes. She explained the bike
manufacturing empany is excited to work with Vail and bring the product to
Colorado.

9.4. Director Wilson encouraged buying the demo bike to see how it works first in
order to make sure it is adequate for the Vail Golf Club. Prior to purchasing
additional bikes.

9.5. Director Hanlon said he was comfortable with purchasing the demo bike and
three other bikes.

10.FEBRUARY 2014 FINANCIAL UPDATE
10.1.Mr. Weaverexplained overall revenues are approximately $5,000 favorable.
This is attributed to Dobson Ice Arena concessions being managed by the VRD.
Expenses are $31,000 favorable due to insurance and legal savings. The fund
balancenas approximately $200,000 additional funds from ending 2013 ahead of
budget.

11.1.6.Dobson Ice Arena hosted the ski patrol vs. ski school game with 500
people attending. Concessions have been doing very well at Dobson.

Absentee ballots
must be requested with ballots being sent in-Apdil. The VRD’s election
is an atthe-polls election on May 6.

11.1.8.Vail Gymnastics Center had two boy’s team merslgualify for the
regional championships.

11.1.9.Thoughts Flow has been installed at Community Programming.

11.1.10. The driving range netting project will recommence next week. The
contract states completion by May 4.
